APRICOT 2002 Fellowship Programme
1. INTRODUCTION
APRICOT is a forum that facilitates knowledge sharing among Internet builders in the Asia Pacific region, with peers and leaders from the Internet community worldwide. APRICOT was first held in 1996, and is now the major annual Internet operations conference of this region. It is also the only such conference which operates on a non-profit basis for the benefit of Internet development in the Asia Pacific.
The APRICOT Fellowship Programme supports attendance at APRICOT by key participants from developing countries, who may otherwise not be able to attend. It provides part funding and free registration for selected applicants, who are encouraged to participate fully in APRICOT workshops, tutorials and conference sessions.
This brochure provides details of the programme for APRICOT 2002, Including an application form for candidates wishing to apply.
2. CRITERIA FOR SELECTION
The APRICOT 2002 Fellowship Committee will select fellows according to the following criteria. The criteria are designed to provide support to those applicants with most potential to benefit, as well as fairness and transparency in the selection process.
Candidates are sought from developing countries, who play any of the following roles in their countries:
· Network builders (designers, engineers and support staff)
· Internet educators (teachers and lecturers at secondary and tertiary levels)
· Top decision makers in Government, education, NGO and commercial sectors
While it is expected that the majority of candidates will be selected from the Asia Pacific region, candidates from other regions may also apply.
The Fellowship Committee will favour candidates who demonstrate their potential to benefit by participation in APRICOT 2002. It is expected that successful candidates will contribute to APRICOT in future as participants, presenters or trainers; and also by nominating suitable applicants for the Fellowship Programme in future years.
3. BENEFITS FOR APRICOT FELLOWS
The Programme provides funding to cover reasonable accommodation and meal expenses during the event, and will waive all conference, tutorial and workshop registration fees for the selected fellows.
Please note that airfares are not covered by the APRICOT Fellowship programme.
