Kilnam Chon received Ph.D degrees in computer science from University of California, Los Angeles in 1974, respectively in addition to BS degree in engineering science from Osaka University.  He worked at Rockwell International as distributed computer system designer in late 60s, and Jet Propulsion Laboratory as Member of Technical Staff in the area of advanced mission control in late 70s.  
He joined Korea Institute of Electronics Technology in 1979 to work on computer system development, and moved to Korea Advanced Institute of Science and Technology in 1982 as a professor in Computer Science Department.  He worked on network systems including the Internet since early 1980s, and contributed to form various regional organizations in the Internet such as APNG, APAN and APTLD, of which he is the founding chairs.  He is also co-chairing Coordination Committee of Intercontinental Research Networking(CCIRN). He also developed the first Internet in Asia, called SDN in 1982, at organized the first Internet conference called PCCS in 1985.

He established a company named Networking, Inc. in 2000 to offer vision of information society and infrastructure through incubating companies based on knowhow and networking of globally competitive technology groups.
